Why is footage being recorded by Street Wardens? 
The use of BWV by Charnwood Borough Council Street Wardens 
aids in the prevention and detection of environmental crime and 
parking contraventions through gathering of intelligence including 
use of images and sound as evidence in criminal and or civil 
proceedings. 
 
How long will the footage recorded by the Street Wardens 
be kept? 
Data will be kept for a minimum of 31 days and a maximum of 6 
months from the date of conviction. 
 
Can I request a copy of the footage recorded by the Street 
Wardens? 
 
The Data Protection Act 1998 allows you to make a request for 
any footage that you believe may be pertinent to yourself.
