	1.  Minutes of last meeting

Charnwood Triathlon Club – October 2009

A provisional request had been received by the above to hold a Duathlon event involving walking/cycling/walking.  The proposed route caused grave concern to all, as this involved cycling and crossing Ashby road and the M1.  The organisers have never held such an event before.  It was decided to hold a meeting with the organisers and find out all details and advise, preferably recommending an alternative route/venue.  Meeting arranged for Tuesday 18th August.
4.  Legal Update – Inclusive TRO under 16a – include all Charnwood events.

Chris Taylor confirmed that she had a discussion with Sally Bromley-Brown concerning the possibility of including all Loughborough Events in the 16A order which is currently being prepared for the Loughborough Fair.

A list of the possible event submitted to the meeting.  It was agreed to call an urgent meeting of the event organisers involved with Loughborough events to discuss inclusion of their events in the one order.  The Santa Fun Run was already being dealt with under 16a and it was proposed to include this event as well, but contributions from the event organisers would have to be agreed, as this would increase the cost of the order being prepared for the Fair.  However, it would be cheaper for the organisers to include their events in the one CBC order that to arrange these individually.  

It is understood that throughout the year other events could be added to this inclusive order, but confirmation of this will be agreed between CBC and Leics Highways.  Queries were also raised with regard to how many times any particular road could be closed under this order.  This to be clarified.  The timescale of the order also to be agreed – it was understood by the Forum that this could be current for 18 months – but it was felt that this should be agreed on an annual basis.  
Action:  To agree any restrictions on closing roads and duration of order.
