Dear Mike,
The Temporary Prohibition  of Waiting Road Closures & Revoking of One Way Order– 
As on Separate Sheet.

I acknowledge receipt of your application for the restriction of No Waiting ,Road closures and the revoking of a one way orders .dated 08/11/2011 for the period 5 days, in connection with the Loughborough Street Fair.
The alternative route available will be as shown on the accompanying plan. 

Prior to the works commencing, I will need to approve the proposed signing arrangements for the closure and diversion, so I would be grateful if you would please submit your proposals for my consideration.

If necessary, the Specialist Sign Service of Leicestershire Highways (Tel 01163 050 001) is able to provide a ‘design, provide, and maintain’ service for the signing of temporary Traffic Regulation Orders.
My Council will be responsible for making the Order under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, and for the publication of notices and the required advertisements in local newspapers, and for advising the emergency services and motoring organisations where necessary.

In addition, I operate a Traffic Information service which keeps local radio and other media and agencies up to date with day to day road conditions, including temporary closures.  I would be grateful for your co-operation in ensuring that I am notified of any changes to traffic conditions on your site, including the completion of works, so that accurate information may be distributed to the media, emergency services, bus operators, etc.  

The following conditions must be strictly adhered to: 
· All frontages and other directly affected properties and businesses must be informed of the works, and details given of any special arrangements you will be making to accommodate their needs for access, at least 7 days prior to the closure.

· You will be responsible for making good any damage which may occur on the closed road, and/or the alternative route, if such damage has arisen as a result of the closure of the road, and was sustained during the period for which the road was closed.

· A safe route for pedestrians must be maintained through the closed section of road at all times.

· You must have suitable Public Liability Insurance with a minimum value of £5,000,000 cover for the duration of the closure.

· You will be invoiced for all administrative, legal and advertising costs associated with the closure upon completion of the works. 
· It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that the temporary closure and diversion route is signed in accordance with Chapter 8 of the Department of Transport’s current Traffic Signs Manual.  

The Closure Order will be effective for the stated period, but I would ask you to make every effort to expedite the work in order to reduce to a minimum the inevitable inconvenience to road users.
Should the date of the proposed closure change from that originally specified, for any reason, it is essential that I am informed to enable the correct dates to be sent out on the press release.  Failure to do so will result in a 2 week delay to enable sufficient notice of the new dates.
