Year 2 Sportivate Briefing

· Targeting 14-25 year olds

· Weekly coaching sessions in the chosen sport (min 6 weeks, max 8 weeks)
· Target for participants to attend 5 out of 6, 6 out of  7, or 7 out of 8 sessions

· The cost of the project can be up to £72 per retained participant (E.g. If you said that you were going to retain 10 people – 10 people having attended 5/6 sessions – then your overall project could cost £720 this is just to give you a rough guide on project costs.
· Projects should demonstrate:

· suitable exit routes to continue participation;

· intelligence that participants want to take part; and

· can be provided and sustained locally.
· Projects targeted at students within an educational institution: 

· must be delivered by a community provider; and

· a community exit route must be supplied
· Educational institutions can deliver projects:

· if they are open to the wider community
· Projects that have received funding through Active Universities cannot receive Sportivate funding - must provide added value
· Eligible costs
· Staffing to deliver projects
· Facility hire.

· Transport.

· Marketing and publicity
· Training/coaching courses
· Equipment costs
· Ineligible costs
· Overheads – storage of equipment and insurance
· Statutory items e.g. cycle lights
· Contingency costs e.g. replacing damaged equipment
· Purchase of vehicles
· Buildings and refurbishment - bike sheds, pavilions etc
· Items with poor value for money – horses, bike trailers etc
· Projects for gifted and talented participants
· Project providers must ensure:
· that a safeguarding policy is in place that meets the requirements of the activity

· all coaches that are used on the project must be qualified, CRB checked and confirm coaches adhere to employment law

· registration forms are completed for each participant (these will be provided)

· registers of attendance are kept by the coach (these will be provided)

· all information must be submitted within one week of the 6/8 week block of activity.

· All organisations applying must have a constitution and bank account with 2 signatures on.
· If your application is successful you will receive a letter and funding agreement by the end of January. A member of staff will also come out to meet with you and ensure that you have registration forms and registers for participants.
