The review application will lead to a hearing before a Licensing Sub-Committee, where the evidence provided by the police will be considered by the Councillors sitting on the panel. The sanctions that are open to the panel are that the licence could be revoked or suspended, or that additional conditions be attached to the licence, or that the DPS be removed

Annex 1 – Mandatory Conditions

1.
Mandatory conditions where licence authorises supply of alcohol

(1) Where a premises licence authorises the supply of alcohol, the licence must include the following conditions.

(2) The first condition is that no supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence-

(a)
At a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence


OR

(b) At a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or his personal licence is suspended.

(3) The second condition is that every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person who holds a personal licence.

Other Conditions
The licensee will ensure that CCTV is installed following advice from the Leicestershire Constabulary Crime Reduction Officer and maintained in accordance with the Information Commissioner’s CCTV Code of Practice.

The licensee shall introduce a policy requiring the production of “proof of age” for any sale that takes place where there is any suspicion that the customer is under 18.  Such proof may include a pass conforming to the PASS accreditation system, photo driving licence, student cards and passports.
Environmental Health Conditions

No live music/recorded music, speech or other forms of entertainment shall take place externally or be relayed via speakers to external areas including smoking areas/ balconies. 

All external doors including access to any smoking areas shall be kept closed, other than for access and egress, in all rooms when events involving amplified music or speech are taking place.

All external windows shall be kept closed when events involving amplified music or speech are taking place.

Access doors to smoking areas shall be fitted with self-closing devices.

The amount of sound amplification shall be limited to ensure that noise levels, including bass noise does not cause a nuisance to neighbouring premises.

Prominent, clear notices shall be displayed at exits requesting customers to respect the needs of local residents and leave the premises and the area quietly. 

The licensee or nominated representative shall received and respond positively to complaints throughout the duration of all noisy events.

In the event of any substantiated noise complaints about the premises a noise impact assessment of the licensed activities at the premises must be carried out to the satisfaction of the licensing authority. Proposed steps to prevent noise must be submitted and agreed with the Licensing authority and should include a commitment that either:

a noise limiting device shall be installed, fitted and maintained in such a manner as to control all sources of amplified music at the premises.

OR

A scheme of soundproofing the relevant parts of the premises must be agreed with the licensing authority and the work completed to the licensing authority’s satisfaction.

1.I write in my capacity as licensing officer for the Leicestershire Constabulary and further to my meeting with Mr Kevin Walsh, Pc Suzie Jackson and Licensing Officer Paul Rush at Loughborough police station in April 2010.

2. I note the issue of unlicensed musical entertainment has been dealt with by way of a variation to the licence on the 6th July 2010.

3. In the letter I sent to Mr Walsh after our meeting I wrote:

“With further reference to your licence we discussed the mandatory conditions in relation to a designated premises supervisor (DPS) and the authorisation of alcohol sales. I have received reports that officers have not been able to contact the designated premises supervisor.

Paragraph 4.20 of the Guidance issued under Section 182 of the Licensing Act 2003 states:

“The Government considers it essential that police officers, fire officers or officers of the licensing authority can identify immediately the designated premises supervisor so that any problems can be dealt with swiftly.”

You told us that the current DPS has not been present at the premises for some months as you had “inherited” him from a previous management team. You explained that it was your intention to replace him with one of two members of staff who have recently passed the necessary examination and are awaiting criminal record bureau checks prior to applying for personal licences.”

4. I am aware that there was an application for a personal licence by a young lady associated with the premises but that was not proceeded with.

5. As a consequence Mr Anthony Cave remains the nominated DPS although he has never been seen at the premises whenever the police have visited. This situation is completely at odds with the Guidance quoted above.

6. At my request Pc Susie Jackson spoke to Mr Cave by telephone on the 21st July 2010 and raised the issue of his absence from the premises. I gather the conversation generated more heat than light maybe because the manager and sometime barman, Sergio Gomes, has told the police he has never met Mr Cave. Mr Cave told Pc Jackson he was in employment elsewhere.
7. That being the case it appears impossible for Mr Cave to be authorising the sale of alcohol as required by the relevant mandatory condition on the licence.

8. Whilst not wishing to fetter the discretion of the Committee the police suggest that the licensing objectives would best be promopted by removing Mr Cave as the designated premises supervisor.
