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NOTICE PURSUANT TO THE LICENSING ACT 2003

Application has been made for a review of the premises licence for Bar Twenty Four, 19-21 First Floor, Market Place, Loughborough.
The grounds stated for the review relate to the licensing objectives of prevention of crime and disorder, public
 nuisance, public safety and the protection of children from harm, and are reproduced here:
1.I write in my capacity as licensing officer for the Leicestershire Constabulary and further to my meeting with Mr Kevin Walsh, Pc Suzie Jackson and Licensing Officer Paul Rush at Loughborough police station in April 2010.

2. I note the issue of unlicensed musical entertainment has been dealt with by way of a variation to the licence on the 6th July 2010.

3. In the letter I sent to Mr Walsh after our meeting I wrote:

“With further reference to your licence we discussed the mandatory conditions in relation to a designated premises supervisor (DPS) and the authorisation of alcohol sales. I have received reports that officers have not been able to contact the designated premises supervisor.

Paragraph 4.20 of the Guidance issued under Section 182 of the Licensing Act 2003 states:

“The Government considers it essential that police officers, fire officers or officers of the licensing authority can identify immediately the designated premises supervisor so that any problems can be dealt with swiftly.”

You told us that the current DPS has not been present at the premises for some months as you had “inherited” him from a previous management team. You explained that it was your intention to replace him with one of two members of staff who have recently passed the necessary examination and are awaiting criminal record bureau checks prior to applying for personal licences.”

4. I am aware that there was an application for a personal licence by a young lady associated with the premises but that was not proceeded with.

5. As a consequence Mr Anthony Cave remains the nominated DPS although he has never been seen at the premises whenever the police have visited. This situation is completely at odds with the Guidance quoted above.

6. At my request Pc Susie Jackson spoke to Mr Cave by telephone on the 21st July 2010 and raised the issue of his absence from the premises. I gather the conversation generated more heat than light maybe because the manager and sometime barman, Sergio Gomes, has told the police he has never met Mr Cave. Mr Cave told Pc Jackson he was in employment elsewhere.

7. That being the case it appears impossible for Mr Cave to be authorising the sale of alcohol as required by the relevant mandatory condition on the licence.

8. Whilst not wishing to fetter the discretion of the Committee the police suggest that the licensing objectives would best be promopted by removing Mr Cave as the designated premises supervisor.
