	Meeting Notes

	1.  TRC Procedures
Current procedures used by CBC were circulated to the meeting and comments/amendments/improvements requested.  All to give feedback
2.  Known Events in Charnwood
A list of the know events taking place in Charnwood was circulated to the meeting

3.  Background information from authorities
Information had been received from Melton Borough Council and circulated to the meeting.  Benchmarking against current processes to take place.  Feedback from all was requested.
4.  Draft Terms of reference and Legal update
Chris Taylor (CBC Legal) agreed that it was necessary to arrive at an agreed position between CBC and Leicestershire Highways.  Clarity was needed to establish which events could be granted Temporary Road Closures under the Town and Police Clauses Act by CBC and which should apply for a TRO from Leics Highways.  The present advice from County Highways was that any event involving running along the highway would need a full road closure  (16A) via County Highways.
Agreed:  that this would be discussed between CBC legal and Leics Highways Legal in order to agree specific guidelines
5.  Wymeswold Duck Race

It was agreed that as this event would include a road race this year, that a full road closure under 16A agreed with Highways would be necessary to cover this event.  The event organisers had been informed.

6.  Santa Fun Run

The police advised that they will now probably be in attendance for this event.  However, in view of the fact that the current view was that events involving running along the highway would require a full closure through County Highways, agreement needed to be reached as to how this would be dealt with.  It was agreed that both CBC and County Highways would attend the next planning meeting for the Santa Fun Run, and agree the way forward.

7.  Other Events
Devonshire Square
The issue of markets held on Devonshire Square was again raised, and further clarification on this issue was needed.  Police and Highways both advised that to hold markets in this area a TRO is needed to lift parking restrictions.

Mayor’s Parade – October

If the Santa Fun Run was to be dealt with under a 16A, it would be necessary to look at this event as well to decide how to deal with this in view of the fact that this involves a large number of slow moving floats through Loughborough, and along Epinal Way on a Saturday.  All to discuss 
8.  Event Organisers – Nanpantan Festival and Caravan Club Rally

The event organisers of both of the above events were present at the meeting, as some concerns had been raised by police.  Discussions took place and all issues raised were agreed to the satisfaction of organisers and police.
