Matters arising 
· There was a short discussion concerning the lock on the main gate. If the chain is pulled tight it makes it difficult for some people to get out – it was noted that if there is some slack left in the chain when locking the gate, then generally there is no problem.

· At the last meeting there was some discussion on the suitability of water troughs on allotment sites – it was noted that this was only a discussion and there are no intentions to introduce water troughs on Loughborough allotments in the foreseeable future.

· A section of the boundary hedge along Epinal Way would appear to have been missed during the annual cut – SW will investigate whether this is CBC or LCC section.

· Skip – it was requested  that tenants were reminded that to have the skip emptied they should phone SW on 634975

· At some point in the future, when there is a completed composting facility, it was resolved to try to run a composting course, to encourage a higher level of composting of green waste on the site.

· The group expressed an interest in inviting a speaker to the next meeting to talk on self management. SW will investigate.

·  It was noted that the levels on either side of the access road on site are uneven and car exhausts are catching on the ground. SW will investigate if scraping off some of the central section will level it out sufficiently to solve problem.
