Priorities and Criteria for the use of PAYP funding
Background 

Positive Activities for Young People funding has been devolved to Charnwood Borough for 2012/13.  The purpose of the fund is to increase the availability of positive activities for young people aged between 10-19 (or 25 with a learning difficulty), particularly the most disadvantaged.  
Information outlining factors that can contribute to young people being more vulnerable than others at points throughout their life that have been identified through the Families with Complex Needs work is provided at the end of this document.  It I hoped that this will provide a useful descriptor of characteristics for applicants.
Funding allocation process 2012/13
You can use this form to bid to undertake activities at any time between 1st April 2012 and 31st March 2013.  Please note that activities to be funded by the 2012/13 allocation need to be undertaken before 1st April 2013.  

The 2012/13 process will remain the same as in the two previous years; this grant application round will be followed by a commissioning round.  The amount of funding available for commissioning will be informed by the range and standard of grant applications received.  As a result, the proportion of the £55,000 (approx) that is allocated to grant applications will be decided at the assessment panel (comprising of 5-19 Action Group members and Charnwood Youth Councilors) rather than beforehand.    
 

It is suggested that all parties interested in applying for PAYP funding do so during this grant application process as the nature of the commissioning specification may preclude some providers from applying i.e. if the specification required specialist skills.  The commissioning specification will be informed by the feedback from Charnwood Practitioner Events for frontline workers, young people's views represented by Charnwood Youth Council and priorities identified from Charnwood Youth Conference 2012 and locality statistics and data.      
Funding criteria

Leicestershire wide criteria for use of PAYP funds

2. Based on identified need, supported by consultation with young people

3. Use to increase evening opening, particularly on Friday and Saturdays, of youth facilities

4. Targeted at the most disengaged young people
5. Aimed at reducing risky behaviour (behaviour that puts the young person or others at unnecessary risk of harm or negative outcomes) 
6. Aimed at reducing anti-social behaviour

7. Provide added value from combining other funding streams

8. Aligned to support other provision and services 
9. Complements other targeted youth support activities

Providers will have to commit to providing monitoring reports on the forms provided, information and data and to co-operate with quality assurance processes.

Charnwood Local Priorities
Charnwood Youth Council state that focusing on the following areas will benefit young people engaging with activities:
Self esteem and confidence building, team and relationship building and exploring productive ways to express and manage feelings (i.e. anger).  Developing projects with an element of sustainability i.e. workshops leading to a performance where funds could be raised to reinvest in activities.  Exploring the local environment and improving/ positively impacting the local community.  CYC recommend that each activity maximises opportunities for formal and informal learning and mixing with young people of different backgrounds.   

Local analysis demonstrates that Charnwood’s ASB hotspots include:

Anstey, Sileby, Syston and Thurmaston; and Loughborough - Wordsworth Road, Shelthorpe and the Town Centre
Unmet and emerging needs (additional to those already outlined) identified as priority issues at the Charnwood 5-19 Practitioners events in 2010 and 2011:  
Support to improve emotional health and wellbeing, to increase emotional literacy and to develop healthy relationships
Support to improve mental health including provision to enable young people to more positively manage feelings of anger
Support to improve health needs including obesity, healthy eating and sexual health

Activities that impact positively on the local community, encourage increased intergenerational understanding and highlight young people’s contribution to the local area   

Plus agreed national priorities: Reducing the number of young people not in education, employment or training, reducing the under 18 conception rate and reducing the proportion of young people frequently using illicit drugs, alcohol or volatile substances
Funding recommendations are made by a multi-agency panel and agreed by the Charnwood Partnership for Children and Families.  Recommendations will be based on how each project demonstrates that it meets some or all of the criteria and priorities outlined above.  The assessment panel may take into account funding agreed in 2011 by Charnwood Community Grants and the Youth Work Delivery Fund when making decisions.  Funding is subject to completion of a signed agreement, monitoring forms and consent for Youth Councillors and professionals associated with Charnwood 5-19’s Action Group to observe and feed back on your activities.
Projects that we will not fund include:
Activities for under 10’s
Capital items over £2500

Activities that have already happened

Projects that are unable to demonstrate how they will involve and engage vulnerable young people (see criteria above)
