DETAILS OF GRAVE SPACE

All grave spaces are allocated on a ‘next in line’ basis only.

Section A: Traditional graves only - These allow the owner of the grave to put a memorial and/or kerb surround on the grave after burial. The grave area within the grave surrounds can be planted out with suitable plants or bulbs. Maintenance of the memorial and grave space is the responsibility of the grave owner.
Section D: Lawn graves only - These graves are easy maintenance graves. Memorials are allowed but no kerbs, fences, or surrounds are permitted. The council will maintain these areas, at no expense to the grave owner.
Natural Burial Areas:   A shallow burial is the quickest way for a body to naturally degrade. Therefore, only single depth graves will be allowed.
Cremated Remains: We have two separate areas for the interment of cremated remains.  A Remembrance Garden and Natural Burial Area.  Each grave space can accommodate up to two lots of ashes.
Childrens Section:  These traditional graves are single depth.  These allow the owner of the grave to put a memorial and/or kerb surround on the grave after burial.

GUIDANCE NOTES FOR CHARGES FOR RESIDENTS AND NON RESIDENTS

Council’s burial fees and charges (available to view on Council’s website).
In respect of the Fees and Charges set out under EXLUSIVE RIGHTS OF BURIAL to ensure that residents who contribute towards the Loughborough Special Rate are recognised by an appropriate charge, the following sliding scale for interment fees applies:

· Single Fees

Anyone living in the Loughborough Council Tax area   For residents living in care homes outside the area for less than twelve months prior to date of death, evidence must be provided by the applicant to qualify for single fees e.g. Council Tax bill.

· Double Fees
Anyone living elsewhere in the Borough of Charnwood  For residents living in care homes outside the area for less than twelve months prior to date of death, evidence must be provided by the applicant to qualify for double fees e.g. Council Tax bill.
· Treble Fees
For all non-residents of the Borough of Charnwood.
All D graves are lawned.  Graves will be turfed over as soon as possible after settlement weather permitting.
For ease of maintenance on lawned sections no kerbsets, fences, grave surrounds be permitted.

Natural burial are single depth and only biodegradable materials can be used.

Cremated remains plot are for up to two lots of ashes – only splayed base memorials are allowed as seen in the Council’s Rules & Regulations Document.
