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1. 
Introduction
1.1 
The Charnwood Local Plan 2011 to 2028 Core Strategy was adopted on the 9th November 2015. In line with government guidance which suggests that plans should be reviewed every three to five years and produced as a single plan rather than multiple documents, Charnwood Borough Council is starting to prepare for the production of the next plan.
1.2 
The initial step in the preparation of a new plan is to identify what the scope and content of the plan should be (in accordance with Regulation 18 of the Town and Country Planning Local Planning) (England) Regulations 2012). This first consultation for the new Charnwood Local Plan was carried out to help understand and engage with interested parties on the future for Charnwood, the scope of the plan and what matters it should cover. This Statement of Consultation summarises the results which have been received.
1.3 
The consultation was carried out in accordance with Regulation 18 and the Charnwood Statement of Community Involvement which sets out certain consultation bodies that should be notified and from whom representations should be sought when developing a Local Plan. The submissions received will be taken into account by Charnwood Borough Council and the main issues raised will be considered during plan production.
2. 
Consultation Process
2.1 
To aid the consultation Charnwood Borough Council produced the Regulation 18 Consultation Document. This briefly outlined a number of key issues for the plan and the type of evidence thought necessary to examine and understand these issues. The consultation document posed a series of fourteen questions across a number of areas to prompt comments and aid discussion.
2.2 
Interested parties were invited to consider the document between the 12th July 2016 and the 23rd August 2016. These included the specific and general consultation bodies identified in the Regulations (see Appendix A) along with all Charnwood Borough Councillors.
2.3 
An email alert was sent to the people registered to receive alerts via the Charnwood Local Plan Email Alert service. Charnwood Borough Council’s website was updated with details of the consultation and a webpage was created on the dedicated Charnwood Local Plan website. The consultation document and associated questions were also placed on Charnwood’s consultation portal which allows representations to be made online. Interested parties were directed to the portal to submit their comments, with the option also available to present representations by email or letter if these means were more convenient.
3. 
Consultation Results

3.1 
The response to the Regulation 18 Consultation Report Document has resulted in contributions from 16 consultees who made 122 individual comments through the various channels of consultation.  
3.2 
The full responses can be viewed at Appendix B. A summary of the number of comments received on each of the questions in the consultation document is set out below:
Question 1 – Do we still face the same issues in Charnwood?
Summary - 12 responses were received to the question. The responses generally confirm that similar issues continue with some changes brought about through demographics.

	Notes the relationship with the Strategic Growth Plan and the similar content of both.

To reduce travel by locating housing with employment is impossible without sanctions.
To address the pressure on housing needs restrictions on developers and the ability of councils to build housing.

More detail is needed on how employment can be created.

Contribution of the knowledge economy is important.
Climate change needs sanctions to be adequately addressed. 

More understanding of changes in employment and the population are needed. Communities have changed over recent years.

Changes noted above mean that the answer to whether issues are the same is both yes and no.

	The NPPF identifies the need to deliver sustainable development and how this can be achieved, including boosting housing supply.

	Role is to maintain the safe and efficient operation of the Strategic Road Network, principally concerned with the M1 and A46 in Charnwood.

Emphasises the need to boost the supply of housing and meet the full, objectively assessed need and how this need should be identified. 

The importance of the Duty to Cooperate and Sustainability Appraisal is highlighted.
Charnwood faces similar issues to those set out in the adopted Plan continuing to suffer significant housing market pressure; a constrained economy due to lack of land; and the potential for unmet need from Leicester city.

Question 2 – Are there any other changing circumstances that need to be understood?
Summary - 12 responses were received on the question. Issues such as climate change, increased traffic, reduced services and the need for housing are highlighted by several. The importance of new documents, such as the Strategic Growth Plan, is also identified.

Question 3 – Should the strategy be continued to 2036?
Summary - 8 responses were received to the question. Where a preference was stated, respondents agreed the strategy should continue to 2036. Some suggested that there may be need for updating and review as needs changed.

Question 4 – Do you agree that the new plan cover the period to 2036?
Summary - 10 responses were received to the question. Respondents agree that the plan should cover the period to 2036. Attention was drawn to the importance of the Strategic Growth Plan and the need for consistency with the plans of surrounding authorities.

Question 5 – Do we need any other evidence to understand the amount of development needed?
Summary - 7 responses were received to the question. Evidence was thought necessary on services and facilities and the constraints on development, especially environmental issues. Traffic assessments were also highlighted as important.

Summary - 8 responses were received to the question. Evidence is needed on flood risk, infrastructure, transport and sustainability with a careful assessment of settlements required to determine the spatial strategy.

	Measures are needed to address the imbalance in schools, medical facilities, community facilities and services, transport, homes and jobs.

	Sustainable credentials of Syston have been recognised. The opportunity exists to deliver strategic development with infrastructure improvements in Syston.

Question 7 – Do we need any other evidence to understand and plan for the transport strategy?
Summary - 9 responses were received to the question. The importance of comprehensive traffic assessments and modelling to inform the plan has been emphasised by respondents.

	No strategic observations on the transport evidence but cross boundary transport issues will need to be considered once the evidence is available.

Many students travel cross-boundary to school with travel subsidies the responsibility of LCC.

Question 8 – Do we need any other evidence to understand and plan for the environment?
Summary - 9 responses were received to the question. A number of statutory requirements are highlighted by various consultees. The importance of assessing various aspects of the environment is highlighted, along with the need to assess the environmental capacity for development.

	An ecosystem approach should be taken to sustainably plan development. This will protect and enhance ecosystems to the benefit of people and wildlife.

EU Directives should be complied with.to prevent sanctions.

Monitoring policies should include triggers for specific actions to remedy the issue.

Triggers on shortfall in housing delivery would ensure no 5 year supply issues and allow the LPA to maintain control.
